This is a similar idea to that of
the original founders of the Inland California Chapter,
who were searching for local identity rather than being
a part of the Los Angeles Chapter in the late 1950s.

Would changing the name to "AIA Inland Empire
Chapter" promote business opportunities for our mem-
bers?

Is local exper-
tise important to clients? Should we take advantage of
the national and international recognition that the
Inland Empire enjoys as one of the fastest growing
areas in the United States?

The arguments in opposition to the name
change are tied in part to the AIAIC ICON masthead of
our newsletter and the clever graphic arrangement of
the initials (which, if we stay AIA Inland California, will
be re-implemented next year). Further the connotation
of "Empire" as a supreme and extensive political domin-
ion rather than a neutral position. To officially change
the name at the local, state and national levels will be
time intensive, and a potential significant cost to
reprinting the letterheads, envelopes, business cards
for the Chapter. It seems to me there is not overwhelm-
ing support for the idea. Perhaps there are other impor-
tant issues that deserve the focus our attention.

AIA members, engineers and guests listened attentively as Vlahos
delved deep into a case study of one project he'd worked on that had some extraordinary
problems. Moving through a carefully prepared presentation on his computer, he covered
the situation in intricate detail, almost in the fashion of an intriguing "who-dunnit," with the
solution forming the logical conclusion based on studies of construction details, work
schedules, environmental conditions and so on. "The devil is in the details," it's said, but
there are often plenty of other forces at work, beyond architecture, engineering and con-
struction. Vlahos followed his informative and polished lecture with a little Q&A. Attendees
took advantage of his vast knowledge, picking up a few tips on how we might work toward
avoiding problems with mold in our current projects.

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Adaptive Reuse

Similar terms of "Adaptive Reuse" are rehabilitation,
preservation, renovation, remodeling, restoration and recy-
cling. They all relate to working with old buildings. Adaptive
reuse is labor intensive and therefore, time consuming and
costly. However, because of several important factors, the
rewards are usually well worth the effort.

The challenges in adaptive reuse lie in what is initially
invisible. Hidden costs like asbestos abatement, lead paint
and microbial organism contamination abatement, may not
be known until after construction has begun. Structural
challenges can include seismic retrofitting, which is inher-
ently more difficult in existing buildings. Building code chal-
lenges include Title 24 Energy Compliance and ADA
Compliance. Working with aged materials also presents
difficulty. Both the good and the bad are that you never
know what you've got. There are always surprises once the
walls and ceilings are opened up. Because of these many
unknowns, adaptive reuse projects are difficult, if not
impossible, to cost estimate. It's always safer to bid on a
cost plus fee basis with guaranteed maximum.

Historically, it has been documented that the three
most common different building types change in very dif-
ferent ways. According to Stewart Brand, commercial
buildings are forever metamorphic, and change quickly
according to competitive market-driven forces. Residential
buildings are slow but steady changers. They grow and
evolve as families grow with a new addition, then a porch
conversion, then perhaps a whole new wing. Institutional
buildings, on the other hand, are designed for perma-
nence. They are historically the building type that defies
change by their very design.

Buildings designed for flexibility or multi-functionality
and adaptability tend to be saved and survive for long peri-
ods of time. Like natural selection, buildings fit to survive
usually will. In other words, if a building has inherently ben-
eficial quality like architectural character, and if its structure

and form make conversion into a new use easy, then that
building will likely last. Those buildings too customized for
a single function, will not. The primary reason is econom-
ics. When it is less costly to tear down and rebuild new,
then that's what usually happens.

Adaptive reuse is no new concept. Buildings have
been recycled for centuries with great success throughout
the world and with exceptional skill in Europe. In 1896,
Louis Sullivan said, "Form follows function." Half a century
later, Winston Churchill wrote, "We shape our buildings,
and afterward, our buildings shape us." Stewart Brand in
his book titled, How Buildings Learn, continues the logic by
writing, "...Then we reshape our buildings, and they in turn
reshape us."

So Why Adaptive Reuse?

Economic Profit - Though reworking old buildings is
more difficult and more costly with more unknowns initially,
the result of a successful job is increased profit. Faneuil
Hall Marketplace in Boston cost nearly double the estimat-
ed sum for similar new construction. After completion,
annual sales have run more than double the national aver-
age for shopping centers. Closer to home, Old Town
Pasadena is the hugely successful result of realizing the
potential of several city blocks of derelict warehouses and
alleyways. Hailed the "ultimate urban village", Old Town
Pasadena returns a surprisingly large portion of total city
sales tax revenue to the city of Pasadena. Other success-
es include Downtown Long Beach and Third Street
Promenade in Santa Monica. Downtown Redlands has
several successes in Joe Greensleeve's Restaurant, and
the Mitten Building with Boiler Room Bar.

The Value of Age and Character - Difficult to quanti-
fy, this is the stuff that equates to quality. Architecture
embodies history. People's memories are intimately con-
nected to architecture, which is why we like old buildings.
There is a newly awakened sense of history and of the
importance of preserving our heritage in our buildings that
helps further justify the case for preservation, and goes for
adaptive reuse as well.

Environmental Responsibility - This principle is real-
ly the crux of the argument. Architects and building design-
ers have a responsibility to educate themselves and their
clients about the ethic of conservation: to not waste, but to
save and reuse. An existing building represents a vast
amount of embodied energy, that is, the energy that went
into extraction, production and transportation of the materi-
als used to construct it. The building industry is the second
largest industry after agriculture, contributing to roughly 1/2
of energy consumption globally. Planet Earth has a finite
amount of resources that necessitates adopting an ethic of
stewardship.

The U.S Green Building Council's LEED Rating
system awards 2 -3 points for building reuse. Two for the
structure and shell, and another for reusing interior finishes.
